Dover – important port, castle, „Gateway to Europe“, white cliffs

Beachy Head, Seven Sisters – other cliffs, B.H. the highest – 160m
Hastings – seaside resort, museum of fishing, net-houses

Battle – nearby, site of the 1066 battle, stone slab on the place where Harold died, abbey,
  prep-school

Eastbourne – seaside resort, bigger and more fashionable than Hastings
Brighton – the biggest, pier with many attractions, Royal Pavilion

Portsmouth – Naval Dockyard – H.M.S. Victory, Warrior, Mary Rose
Stonehenge – prehistoric site, built around 3000 BC, either a religious ceremonial centre or
           a symbol of immortality or astrological purpose, stones brought from a long
           way off, not from one place

Avebury – stone circle bigger than Stonehenge, but not so well-preserved and famous

Silbury Hill – man- made around 2500 BC, another mystery

Windsor – the largest inhabited castle in the world, most of it open to public
      St George´s Chapel – the Chapel of the Knights of the Garter, perpendicular 
      Gothic architecture
      Queen Mary´s Dolls´ House

Eton – on the other side of the Thames

Oxford – university established in 1214, complex of 36 colleges
    Bodleian Library, Radcliffe Camera ( a reading room), Botanical Gardens, 
    Sheldonian Theatre, Oxford Castle – built by the Romans

Cambridge

Canterbury – religious centre, Archbishop of Canterbury the head of the Church of England
since 1538, huge cathedral, shrine of Thomas Becket – murdered 29th Dec 1170, immediately regarded saint, pilgrimages
Winchester – ancient place, once a capital, cathedral from 11th century, the longest nave, 
public school, statue of King Alfred the Great
the Westgate – medieval gateway, a little room above the arch is a museum

the Great Hall – remains of Winchester´s Castle, king Arthur´s Round Table

Salisbury – the tallest cathedral, one of 4 original copies of Magna Carta
Old Sarum → New Sarum – it had 2 parts, church and secular, to prevent from  penetration, they moved the church –„ because of the bad climate“
Stratford-upon-Avon – Shakespeare´s birthplace, museum, grammar school, Holy Trinity
    Church, Royal Shakespeare Theatre

Coventry – centre of car industry, modern-looking place (air raids during WWII) with old
        history, a very modern cathedral of St Michael built next to the ruins of the old 
        one

        legend of Lady Godiva – she rode naked on her horse through the city to make
        her husband cancel the high taxes he imposed on the citizens  (everybody had to 
        stay at home and she was covered by her long hair, the only man who dared to
        look was a tailor called Tom, he either died or went bind)

Bath – Roman bath and spa, spring 40°warm discovered by the Celtic king Bladud, father of 
king Lear, famous and popular during Roman period

beautiful architecture

Liverpool – the home of the Beatles – B. Museum, Cavern Club – first used to play

        Paddy´s Wigwam – Roman Catholic Church – modern round building, a road and 

        a carpark underneath


        9km away – Aintree Racecourse – the Grand National

York – founded by the Romans in AD 71, name from Yorwick (Vikings kingdom)

 the Minster -  centre of Christian teaching, cathedral containing archbishop´s  throne-   
 the largest medieval structure in Britain


 the British National Railway Museum – the largest in the world


 the Walls – encircle the old city, almost 3 miles, fragmensts of original Roman walls 
 maintained and restored

Edinburgh –  capital of Scotland since 12th century

the Castle – James I born there, „One O´Clock Gun“ – shoots every day except 

Good Friday and Christmas Eve at 1 o´clock
